Program Objectives 
The Tax Base Revitalization Account (TBRA) funds investigation and cleanup of polluted land and 
buildings for redevelopment that enhances the tax base while promoting job retention or job growth 
and/or the production of affordable housing. 

The Livable Communities Demonstration Account (LCDA) funds public infrastructure and place-
making for development and redevelopment that links housing, jobs and services, and demonstrates 
efficient land and infrastructure use. 

The Livable Communities Transit Oriented Development (TOD) funding category funds public 
infrastructure and place-making for development and redevelopment development around light rail, 
commuter rail and high frequency bus stations. 

The Local Housing Incentives Account (LHIA) funds the development of housing that helps cities 
meet their goals of expanding and preserving affordable and lifecycle rental and ownership housing.
