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Eden Prairie: 2023 Construction Highlights

Civil and Systems (electrical) Work

The final, Phase 2 construction will begin at SouthWest Station in May to complete the new
entry, turnaround and drop-off areas.

The relocation of SouthWest Transit to the permanent indoor waiting area is expected to occur
in May.

The Systems contractor will complete the foundations for, and install Traction Powered Sub
Stations and Signal houses, poles, arms and wiring throughout Eden Prairie Segments.

Most civil and systems work is expected to be completed in Eden Prairie by the end of this
year.

Traffic Impacts

Eastbound Highway 212 off-ramp to Prairie Center Drive will be closed for 12 weeks.

The intersection of West 70" Street and Shady Oak Road is closed for 4 weeks to complete
utility and road work.

Civil and Systems (electrical) Work
Road work and landscaping will be completed in Opus this year.
Trails impacted by GLE construction will reopen this year.
Crews continue to work on the Minnetonka-Hopkins LRT bridge.

The Systems contractor will complete the foundations for, and install Traction Powered Sub
Stations (TPSS), Hwy 62 Tunnel and Signal houses, poles, arms and wiring up to Smetana
Road.

All civil and systems work is expected to be completed in Minnetonka through Smetana Road
by the end of this year.

Traffic Impacts
East Bren Road is closed for 12 weeks to complete road and trail construction.

Expect a lane closure on Yellow Circle Drive near the LRT Highway 62 tunnel site for
approximately 8 weeks for systems work.

Red Circle Drive extension will be closed for three weeks to install fence and safety measures
in May/June.
