2018 Plat Monitoring Report — Senior Planner Raya Esmaeili presented the Council’s annual
report on the platting activity in the participating communities as a method of tracking development
patterns on the region’s developing edge. This information is used to assess consistency with the
Council’s land use policies, evaluate trends in land usage and housing mix, analyze for
consistency with local comprehensive plans, and to review sewer connection permits.

2018 Agricultural Preserves Report - Senior Planner Raya Esmaeili presented an overview of
the Metropolitan Agricultural Preserves Program which was established in 1980 by the Minnesota
Legislature to encourage protection of long-term agricultural uses and to provide direction in
equitably taxing these properties. The Metropolitan Council supports preserving agricultural land in
the region through specific policies for protection and development in Thrive MSP 2040. All the
counties in the region except for Ramsey County contain properties enrolled in the program. The
Council annually reports on the acres enrolled in the program, with information from these counties
and the Department of Revenue.
